Section A
A man had two sons. The younger son said to his father, “Give me the part of the property that 'm
supposed to get someday.” So, the father divided his property between his two sons.

The younger son gathered up his belongings and left. He traveled far away to another country. There
he wasted his money living like a fool. He spent all he had.

Soon after that, the land became very dry. There was no rain. There was not enough food to eat
anywhere in the country. The son was hungry and needed money, so he got a job. His boss sent him
to feed the pigs. The son was so hungry that he wanted to eat the pigs’ food! But no one gave him
anything to eat.

He realized he’d been foolish. He thought: A/l my father’s servants have plenty to eat, but I am dying of
hunger.
